11 feet high unframed, this masterpiece

by Julius Kronberg stands as one of the

greatest examples of 19th-century academic
art outside museum walls. Kronberg's dramatic
portrayal of Cleopatra is a larger-than-life work of art.

The painting is not only remarkable in scale, it is
also flawlessly executed. Kronberg delivered a tour
de force through his masterful command of space,
perspective and meticulous attention to detail.
Most paintings of this scale have very good detail
in the foreground and less in the background. This
masterpiece has extraordinary detail throughout.

This grand work was specially commissioned in 1879
by Count Fredrik Wachtmeister as a focal point for the
Swedish Palace, Tistad Castle. The count was both an
important Swedish diplomat and an artist. He was the
director of Sweden’s National Art Museum and later
served as Chairman of the Nobel Foundation. Please
see the photos of Kronberg's painting in the castle’s
grand living room on the following pages.

A triumph of the Academic style, the scene depicts
Queen Cleopatra in the final moments of her life.
Evoking Shakespeare's adaptation of these historic
events, her maid Iras already lies dead on the floor
while Cleopatra grasps the asp she will hold to her
breast. The other maid, Charmian, faces away from the
viewer, her despair palpable in every brushstroke. The
soaring carved columns, the intricacy of Cleopatra's
throne and headpiece, the tiger's pelt rug—all
contribute to the work's incredible precision. Before
starting on the finished painting, Kronberg produced
three-dimensional wax studies of the painting's main
characters, and these studies are now held in Sweden's
Skansen Museum. The models helped Kronberg ensure
perfect proportional accuracy in their postures.

OVERVIEW

The painting was acquired by our gallery in 2018
directly from the Wachtmeister family, heirs of Tistad
Castle. It was then sold to a collector who loaned it to
the Minneapolis Institute of Art for six years, where it
became a show-stopping attraction.

Kronberg created very few stand-alone paintings
during his career, and most can be found in
Sweden’s museums, including the Hallwyl Museum,
Nationalmuseum and Gothenburg Art Museum. He
was more often commissioned for large-scale murals
and ceiling paintings, including those in Stockholm
Palace and Stockholm’s Royal Dramatic Theatre.
In high demand in his day, the vast majority of
Kronberg’s compositions were privately commissioned
by wealthy Swedish private clients.

His great historical painting, Sex/ and
David (Stockholm Museum), is still more strik-
ing. 'The figure of Saul, proud and regal, with
strikingly noble features but troubled gaze, is re-
clining, in Oriental garb, on a couch, his chin
resting on his hand and elbow. At his feet,
seated on the ground, is the youthful figure of
David, with girded loins, stringing his harp, his
face wrapped in the ecstasy of musical fervour.
It is a fine picture, in the Hans Makart style,
splendid in colouring and powerful in effect. ‘T‘he
same style marks Kronberg’s pictures, 7%e Queen
of Sheba (James Dickson Gallery), his AHypatia
(Bunsow Gallery), his Death of Cleopatra (Tistad
Chdteau), the last taken from Shakespeare’s scene
in Antony and Cleopatra. These Oriental scenes
serve to bring out the artist's admirable gifts of
effective colouring. Most of all are these mani-
fested, perhaps, in his ceiling decorations in the
grand staircase of the Royal Palace, and in the
church of Adolphus Frederic, which are master-
pieces of decorative art.

Baron Cederstrom has devoted himself more
especially to the epopee of Charles XII.

And,
like Makart, he has done his best in decor-
ative pictures. His large ceiling-pieces in the Castle of Stockholm—an Aurora
and a Svea amid the allegorical figures of Agriculture, Industry, and Art—
are blithe and festal decorations, only distinguishable from those of Makart
through Kronberg’s gradual transition, in accordance with the tendency of
the time, from the brown tone of his Munich period to brighter notes of
colour.

Carl Gustav Hellquist, who was somewhat younger than the foregoing
painters, belongs altogether to German art : he received his training in Munich,
and he lies buried by the Isar. His melancholy fate excites compassion :
he died mad just as he was beginning to be famous. His works, which are
partly representations from the history of Sweden and the Reformation,
partly genre pictures with monks like those of Griitzner, and peasants like
those of Defregger, are not such as have interest, thoroughly able as they are.
After being in the beginning affected by Rosen, Piloty, and Munkacsy,
Pradilla’s ““ Surrender of Granada’ caused him in 1883 to abandon brown
bituminous painting in favour of a “ modern ” grey painting, which did
more justice to the illumination of objects in open air. He likewise got the
better of histrionic gesticulation. He represents events without any design
of outward brilliancy and with the greatest possible fidelity to nature,—
represents them honestly and straightforwardly, and avoids all straining
after effect. Bronzed and weather-beaten figures have supplanted the fair
regulation heads of Piloty, truth of sentiment and expression have taken
the place of the traditional histrionic exaggeration. All his works result from
an inflexible conscientiousness. But from an artistic standpoint this praise
is equivalent to calling a man an honest fellow.
